say that Jesus is the archangel Michael.                                                                            (The Finished Mystery. 1917.pg 188 –Rev.13) 

Please show where in the Bible this idea comes from.  
 

“So the evidence indicates that the Son of God was known as Michael before 

he came to earth and is known also by that name since his return to heaven 

where he resides as the glorified spirit Son of God.” 
(Reasoning from the Scriptures, 1985, Watchtower Bible and Tract Society, p. 218)

From the three passages above, please answer the following questions: 
 
QUESTIONS: 

 
1. If in Watchtower doctrine, Jesus is suppose to be “unique”, why is he described as just “one of the foremost princes” in Daniel 10:13? 

 
2. If Michael is suppose to turn into Jesus when he is on earth, then why wasn’t it Jesus that was disputing over Moses body instead of 

Michael? 
 

3. Why did Michael  “DARE NOT BRING UP AN EVIL-SPEAKING JUDGEMENT” against Satan?   If Michael is Jesus, then why 
didn’t he rebuke Satan when Jesus did on many occasions? 

 
4. 1 Thes. 4:16 says that the Lord will descend from heaven with the voice of an archangel, but it also says, “with the trumpet of God.  If 

the logic is applied that because Jesus is coming with the voice of an archangel, then that makes him an archangel, then do we also need 
to do justice to the rest of the passage and apply the same logic and equally assume that since He is also coming with God’s trumpet that 
He is God? 

 
• Isn’t that just another way of saying that the Lord will descend from Heaven with the announcement from both the trumpet of 

God and the voice of an arch angel? 
 

5. Can you please take me to one scripture that says that Jesus is Michael that Arch Angel? 
 

6. Can you please show me one scripture that would prove the following Biblical facts wrong? 
 

• Jesus is never directly called “Michael” in Scripture.  

• Jesus has the authority to rebuke Satan (Matthew 16:23;) while Michael the Archangel cannot (Jude 9; 2 Peter 2:11).  

1. Matt. 16:23 – “But, turning his back, he said to Peter: “Get behind me, Satan! You are a stumbling block to me, 
because you think, not God’s thoughts, but those of men.” 

2. 2 Peter 2:11- whereas angels, although they are greater in strength and power, do not bring against them an 
accusation in abusive terms, [not doing so] out of respect for Jehovah. 

1. If angels do not rebuke out of respect for Jehovah, does that mean that Jesus was not respecting 

Jehovah or does that mean that Jesus was not an angel? 
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2. Could it be that Jesus rebuking Satan is not showing disrespect for Satan because Jesus is Deity, 

therefore there would be no lack of respect because Jesus is the same in Nature, Essence, and 

Substance as Jehovah? 

 

• Jesus is God the Creator of all, including the angels (John 1:1-3; Colossians 1:15-16)  

1. John 1:1-3 - 1 In [the] beginning the Word was, and the Word was with God, and the Word was a god. 2 This one 

was in [the] beginning with God. 3 All things came into existence through him, and apart from him not even one 

thing came into existence. NWT.   

1. “Apart from him NOT EVEN ONE THING came into existence.”  

a. If all things came into existence through Christ, then how was Christ a created being?   

 

b. If you say that not one thing EXCEPT Christ, then you are not holding true to the plain 

understanding and wording of scripture.. EVERYTHING means EVERYTHING doesn’t 

it? 

 

2. Col. 1:15-16:  “He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation; 16 because by means of him all 

[other] things were created in the heavens and upon the earth, the things visible and the things invisible, no 

matter whether they are thrones or lordships or governments or authorities. All [other] things have been created 

through him and for him.”NWT 

1. Image: “eikon”- [form: image: likeness: to Christ on account of his divine nature and moral excellence]  

2. Why was the word [other] inserted in the text?  

3. What would the text read like if the word [other] was not inserted? 

4. Was this word [other] inserted because it was in the original language or to clarify doctrine? 

5. Should the translation dictate doctrine or should doctrine dictate the translation? 

6. If [other] is not in the text, then what does that indicate concerning Jesus? 

 

• Jesus is called God’s “Son” in a way that no angel has ever been called (Hebrews 1:5-8).  

5 For example, to which one of the angels did he ever say: “You are my son; I, today, I have become your father”? 
And again: “I myself shall become his father, and he himself will become my son”? 6 But when he again brings his 
Firstborn into the inhabited earth, he says: “And let all God’s angels do obeisance to him.”  
7 Also, with reference to the angels he says: “And he makes his angels spirits, and his public servants a flame of 
fire.” 8 But with reference to the Son: “God is your throne forever and ever, and [the] scepter of your kingdom is the 
scepter of uprightness.  
 

1. In Hebrews, it is clear that the writer is distinguishing between angels and Christ.  If Jesus is Michael in 
the heavenly realm, then the answer to the rhetorical question posed in vs. 5 [“You are my son; I, today, I 
have become your father”?] would be Michael… The answer to any rhetorical question is always in the 
negative, which would make the answer [NONE] 

a. What does NONE mean? 

b. Is Michael an Angel? 

• Jesus is “better than the angels” (Hebrews 1:4), receives “worship” from the angels (Hebrews 1:6), and has inherited the 
Kingdom, not given to angels (Hebrews 2:5).  

 
1. Can it be that Michael is exactly what Jehovah created him to be --- An Angel? 
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PROSKUNEO – WORSHIP OR OBEISANCE OR ARE THEY THE SAME? 
 
The word "proskuneo" means "to kiss the hand, bow down before, show obeisance, to worship."    
In 1898, the Watchtower published this article stating that the worship of Jesus was not only acceptable but proper. 
 

"The fact that our Lord received worship is claimed by some to be an evidence that while on earth he was God the Father disguised in a 

body of flesh and not really a man. Was he really worshiped, or is the translation faulty? Yes we believe our Lord Jesus while on earth 

was really worshiped, and properly so. While he was not the God, Jehovah, he was a God. The word ‘God’ signifies a ‘mighty one,’ and 

our Lord was indeed a mighty one. So it is stated in the first two verses of the gospel of John. It was proper for our Lord to receive 

worship in view of his having been the only begotten of the Father. . ." (The Watchtower, July 15, 1898, p. 216.) 

 
The word "proskuneo" occurs 55 times in the Watchtower Kingdome Interlinear.  
Of those 55, 15 are in reference to Jesus with 40 used of others.  
27% of the usage is of Jesus and not a single reference is translated as "worship" even though in reference to the devil, demons, idols, etc., they do 
translate it as worship.  
 
If the Kingdom Interlinear and NWT are to be unbiased versions of the scripture then please explain the extreme one sided translation of 

“worship” when every other translation of that word when pertaining to Jesus is “worship”. 
 

 
 

 

Is this usage of “OBEISANCE” from the original text or is it does it seem that “obeisance” is used because it justifies a doctrinal belief 

that Jesus is not Deity?

What is the difference between the several different KINGDOM INTERLINEAR translations?  

 

I was told by a Jehovah’s Witness that there was not any difference in the translation at all, but it was just a new covering.  I was assured

Exodus 34:14 (Don’t prostrate before another god) 
“14 For you must not prostrate yourself to another god, because Jehovah, whose name is Jealous, he is a jealous God;” Ex.34:14NWT 

 
 
9 “For this very reason also God exalted him to a superior position and kindly gave him the name that is above every [other] name, 10 
so that in the name of Jesus every knee should bend of those in heaven and those on earth and those under the ground, 11 and every 
tongue should openly acknowledge that Jesus Christ is Lord to the glory of God the Father.” Phil. 2: 9-11. NWT

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B.  WHO RECIEVES WORSHIP? 

In Matt. 4:10 (Worship the Lord God only) 
10 Then Jesus said to him: “Go away, Satan! For it is written, ‘It is Jehovah your God you must worship, and it is to him alone you must 
render sacred service.’” 

 
In the following verses, the NWT has replaced the word “worship” with “obeisance”. 
Matt 2:1-2,11 ( Magi worship Christ),  
1 After Jesus had been born in Beth´le·hem of Ju·de´a in the days of Herod the king, look! astrologers from eastern parts came to 
Jerusalem, 2 saying: “Where is the one born king of the Jews? For we saw his star [when we were] in the east, and we have come to do 
him obeisance.”   ------ vs.11 And when they went into the house they saw the young child with Mary its mother, and, falling down, 
they did obeisance to it. They also opened their treasures and presented it with gifts, gold and frankincense and myrrh. 

 
Matt. 14:33 (Disciples worship Jesus),  
33 Then those in the boat did obeisance to him, saying: “You are really God’s Son.” 

 
Matt. 28:9 (the Mary’s worship Jesus),  
9 And, look! Jesus met them and said: “Good day!” They approached and caught him by his feet and did obeisance to him. 

  
Matt. 28:16-17 (The eleven worship Jesus),  
16 However, the eleven disciples went into Gal´i·lee to the mountain where Jesus had arranged for them, 17 and when they saw him 
they did obeisance, but some doubted. 

 
John 9:38(The healed blind man worshipped Jesus),  
38 Then he said: “I do put faith [in him], Lord.” And he did obeisance to him. 

 
Heb. 1:6 (All angels worship Jesus),  
6 But when he again brings his Firstborn into the inhabited earth, he says: “And let all God’s angels do obeisance to him.” 

 
Rev. 5:11-14 (Millions of angels worship Jesus).   
11 And I saw, and I heard a voice of many angels around the throne and the living creatures and the elders, and the number of them was 
myriads of myriads and thousands of thousands, 12 saying with a loud voice: “The Lamb that was slaughtered is worthy to receive the 
power and riches and wisdom and strength and honor and glory and blessing.”  
13 And every creature that is in heaven and on earth and underneath the earth and on the sea, and all the things in them, I heard saying: 
“To the One sitting on the throne and to the Lamb be the blessing and the honor and the glory and the might forever and ever.” 14 And 
the four living creatures went saying: “Amen!” and the elders fell down and worshiped.

People worshipped other people or angels and were rebuked for it: 
Rev. 19:10 
10 At that I fell down before his feet to worship him. But he tells me: “Be careful! Do not do that! All I am is a fellow slave of you and 
of your brothers who have the work of witnessing to Jesus. Worship God; for the bearing witness to Jesus is what inspires prophesying.” 
 
Rev. 22:8-9 
8 Well, I John was the one hearing and seeing these things. And when I had heard and seen, I fell down to worship before the feet of the 
angel that had been showing me these things. 9 But he tells me: “Be careful! Do not do that! All I am is a fellow slave of you and of 
your brothers who are prophets and of those who are observing the words of this scroll. Worship God.”  
 
Acts 10:25-26 
25 As Peter entered, Cornelius met him, fell down at his feet and did obeisance to him. 26 But Peter lifted him up, saying: “Rise; I 
myself am also a man.” 
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C.  WHAT IS OBEISANCE? 

Watchtower defines it as follows: 
“used to designate the custom of prostrating oneself before a person..”(Reasoning . pg. 215) 

 
Applying the Watchtower’s own definition of obeisance to the verses describing people giving obeisance to Jesus, we could say that 
they “prostrated themselves before a god” since Jesus is “a god” according to Watchtower theology.   

 
This is a clear and logical conclusion to reach by following the Watchtower’s own definition of obeisance and who they believe Jesus 
is. 

 
EX. 34:14-  

For you must not prostrate yourself to another god, because Jehovah, whose name is Jealous, he is a jealous God. 
 

EITHER JESUS IS GOD OR THOSE RENDERING OBEISANCE TO HIM ARE GUILTY OF “PROSTRATING 

THEMSELVES BEFORE ANOTHER god. 
 

“Does the fact that worship is given to Jesus prove that he is God?” Reasoning. Pg. 214   
  

** If the Exodus passage is only talking about “false gods”, then I ask, is Jesus a “false god” or a “true god”? 
 
 

** If Jesus is a “true god” then how many true gods are there? 
 
 
** If you say that Jesus is just a “lesser god”, then explain Isaiah 10:21.  If Jesus is not the Almighty God and only the mighty God, then 
how many Mighty Gods are there? 
 
 

• 21 A mere remnant will return, the remnant of Jacob, to the Mighty God. Isa. 10:21 
 
 
The REAL issue is that EVERY god besides Jehovah is a false god because they are not gods by NATURE, SUBSTANCE, or ESSENCE.  

3 You must not have any other gods against my face. Ex. 20:3 

8 Nevertheless, when YOU did not know God, then it was that YOU slaved for those who by nature are not gods. Gal. 4:8 

 
There is a difference in being “as” gods as Moses, meaning that he would exhibit the power of God,  
Or “like” God as in the case of Michael which means “who is like God”, and being the one that is  
God in the flesh, the Christ Jesus, or Emanuel which means “God with Us”.  
 

• Jesus is not “a god” because if he were “a god” then  
o he would not be an angel.    
o Obeisance to him or any god would be a violation of Ex. .34:14 
o There are no other gods, “Big G” or “little g” that Jehovah. Isa. 46:8-11 

• Jesus is not “as” a god, otherwise he would be in violation of the NWT John 1:1 
• Jesus is not “like” a god, otherwise he would be in the same condition as being “as” a god. 

 
• Jesus is EMANUEL or GOD WITH US. 

 
The remnant of Jacob returned to the “Mighty God” Jehovah and the “Mighty God” came to earth as a child adding humanity to His divinity.  As 
so it is true the words of Isaiah 9:6: 

“For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given; and the government shall be upon his shoulder; and his name shall be called 

Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, The Everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace.” Isa. 9:6 
 

• Jesus is called MIGHTY GOD. 

• Jesus is called THE EVERLASTING FATHER. 

 
o QUESTION: 

� How can the argument be made that “Mighty God” in Isa. 9:6 is not “AL”-Mighty God, and not apply that same 
standard to Ex. 20:3? 

 
� How can Emanuel be “everylasting” or the “orgin” or “source” and have a beginning? 

 
� How can he be the “Everlasting Father” and be the Son as the same time? 
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If there is scriptural proof that: 
 

o Jesus called himself Jehovah, 

 

o The Pharisees called Jesus Jehovah and Jesus didn’t correct them,

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Was Jesus Worshipped? 
 
 
Is the New World Translation biased against worshipping Jesus?  It would surely seem so, especially since the NASB, NIV, KJV, NKJV, etc., 
all translate the word as "worship" in reference to Jesus. 
       
What is curious is to note that the Watchtower Bible and Tract Society used to teach that worshipping Jesus was acceptable: 
 

"The fact that our Lord received worship is claimed by some to be an evidence that while on earth he was God the Father 

disguised in a body of flesh and not really a man. Was he really worshiped, or is the translation faulty? Yes we believe our 

Lord Jesus while on earth was really worshiped, and properly so. While he was not the God, Jehovah, he was a God. The 

word ‘God’ signifies a ‘mighty one,’ and our Lord was indeed a mighty one. So it is stated in the first two verses of the gospel 

of John. It was proper for our Lord to receive worship in view of his having been the only begotten of the Father. . ."  

(The Watchtower, July 15, 1898, p. 216.) 

   
However, in the later editions of the Watchtower Society's New World Translation, verses that used the word "worship" in 
application to Jesus, have been changed to the expression "obeisance," a word that connotes something LESS than the true worship 
rendered to God. 
 
Question:   Would this have been considered “meat in due season”? 
  Does “meat” from Jehovah ever spoil? 
  Did this “meat” in due season spoil? 
 
GREEK-ENGLISH LEXICON 

Hebrews 1:6  
"And again, when he bringeth in the first begotten into the world, he saith, And let all the angels of God worship him." 
KJV 
 
Hebrews 1:6  
“But when he again brings his Firstborn into the inhabited earth, he says: “And let all God’s angels do obeisances to 
him.”NWT 

 
The Jehovah's Witnesses quote The Greek Lexicon of the New Testament (Bauer, Arndt, Gingrich) and conclude that "proskuneo" 
here means "a respectful bowing down; paying homage" WT 2-15-83 p.18 
 
But the Lexicon here isn't defining any particular New Testament usage of the word "proskuneo." As we read on, several things 
become clear.  
 

o The definition, as far as the Watchtower has quoted it, is also used in non- biblical writings,  
o and can refer to the false worship of deified men and holy objects. (Lexicon p.723)  

 
Furthermore, starting where the Watchtower left off, the Lexicon says: 

 
"...the Persians did this in the presence of their deified King, and the Greeks before a divinity or something holy..." 

 
Here, it is apparent that "proskuneo" is something more than casual respect, like a salute or calling someone "sir."  
 
And certainly this description implies that real worship is to be understood in Hebrews 1:6. It is specifically mentioned further in 
the definition,  
 
under point 2: "to God" item "a."  

The kind of worship in Hebrews 1:6 is listed as being used "of the God worshipped by monotheists (Christians, Jews, 

Samaritans)" (Lexicon p.724)  
The Lexicon lists this form of worship at Hebrews 1:6 with what Jesus said shall be offered to the Father at John 4:21,23 

and also of that restricted to Jehovah Himself in Luke 4:8 and Matthew 4:10. 
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The same Greek Lexicon that the Watchtower uses to define “proskuneo” is the same Lexicon that states that the word indicates an 
act that is given to and is restricted to Jehovah Himself.    
 

o Was this a willful and purposeful restriction of the definition in order to detract from the fact that Jesus should be 
worshipped just as Jehovah? 

 
o Which version of Hebrews 1:6 reflects to GREEK LEXICON’s meaning of  “proskuneo” in its totality?  

 
The following is the Charter of the Watchtower as listed in the 1944 papers of Incorporation under Article 2 amendment 1945. 
 

"The purposes of this Society are...public Christian worship of Almighty God and Jesus Christ; to arrange for and 

hold local and worldwide assemblies for such worship.” (Charter of Incorporation Watchtower Bible & Tract 

Society. Article 2. 1944.  Amendments 1945)

(note the “Amen” closing the thought comes at the end of vs. 20- No chapter and verse division were made until mid 1800’s) 
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How can Jesus identify himself as the Alpha and Omega, the First and that Last, without being the Alpha and Omega, the First and the Last 
not to mention the one coming quickly?

In the New World Translation, a reference is given to Rev. 1:18 solidifying that this is Jesus, the Christ.  However, another title given to Jesus is 
“The Eternal Father”.  If “Eternal” means without beginning or end, then how can this speak of Jesus who, according to Jehovah’s Witness 
doctrine, was the first creation of Jehovah God?

Within the realm of Old Testament Scripture, Jehovah, the Lord of Hosts, has revealed His plan to appear in human form and has fulfilled the 
several prophecies concerning this miracle in the person of Jesus Christ. Examination of the above listed texts will more than convince the 
unbiased student of Scripture that Jehovah has kept His promises and did become man, literally “God with us”  
 

Matthew 1:23  “Look! The virgin will become pregnant and will give birth to a son, and they will call his name Immanuel which

when translated, “With Us Is God.” 
 
thus there can be no doubt that Jesus Christ is the son of the virgin so undeniably identified in Isaiah 7:14.    
 

Isaiah 7:14. “Therefore the Lord [Jehovah] himself shall give you a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call 
his name Immanuel” (literally, “God” or “Jehovah with us,” since Jehovah is the only God). 

 
 
There can be no argument presented to refute this plain declaration of Scripture, namely that Jehovah and Christ are “One” and the

The Bible speaks of a chain of command in the home.  A wife is to submit to the authority of the husband.  However, submission to authority does 
not deter or detract from her equality as a human being.  She is not “less a person” for being in submission.   The Bible says that a man shall leave 
his mother and cling to the wife and they shall become “one flesh” YET they are TWO distinct Human Beings.  
 
The same is true of God.  There is one God in NATURE AND SUBSTANCE revealed in THREE DISTINCT persons – EQUALS in DIVINE

There is no other “God”:

6 “This is what Jehovah has said, the King of Israel and the Repurchaser of him, Jehovah of armies, ‘I am the first and I am the last, 

and besides me there is no God.

Also, he says: “Write, because these words are 
faithful and true.” 6 And he said to me: “They have come to pass! I am the Al´pha and the O·me´ga, the beginning and the 
end. To anyone thirsting I will give from the fountain of the water of life free. 7 Anyone conquering will inherit these things, 
and I shall be his God and he will be my son. 

Question: How is Jehovah the “beginning” as the Watchtower demands that “arkhe” must be translated (Should you believe in the 
Trinity. Pg. 14)

you laid the foundations of the earth itself, And the heavens are the work of your hands. 26 They themselves will perish, but you 
yourself will keep standing; And just like a garment they will all of them wear out. Just like clothing you will replace them, and they 
will finish their turn.  27 But you are the same, and your own years will not be completed.  28 The sons of your servants will continue 
residing; And before you their own offspring will be firmly established.”

Hebrews 1:7-14

reference to the Son: “God is your throne forever and ever, and [the] scepter of your kingdom is the scepter of uprightness. 9 You loved 
righteousness, and you hated lawlessness. That is why God, your God, anointed you with [the] oil of exultation more than your 
partners.” 10 And: “You at [the] beginning, O Lord, laid the foundations of the earth itself, and the heavens are [the] works of your 

hands. 11 They themselves will perish, but you yourself are to remain continually; and just like an outer garment they will all grow old, 
12 and you will wrap them up just as a cloak, as an outer garment; and they will be changed, but you are the same, and your years will 
never run out.”

“But with reference to which one of the angels has he ever said: “Sit at my right hand, until I place your enemies as a stool for your 

feet” Heb. 1:13?   
 
The answer to any rhetorical question is always in the negative sense.  So the answer to the question above must be “NONE”.  If this is 
the case then Michael cannot be Jesus because the Father said to the Son, “sit at my right hand ..” and this has never been said to an 
angel.   

 
IS JESUS THE MASTER WORKER WITH JEHOVAH IN CREATION? 

The Watchtower says that this is the case from Prov. 8:3. They say that Prov. 8 is a personification of Wisdom speaking in a feminine voice 
(which NWT does not accurately reflect enven though WT has confessed of the speaker’s feminine gender in Prov. 8).  (“it” is “wisdom”) 

3 At the side of the gates, at the mouth of the town, at the going in of the entrances it keeps crying loudly: 

 

Prov. 7:4 and 9:4 shows the gender of “wisdom” in Proverbs.  
4 Say to wisdom: “You are my sister”; and may you call understanding itself “Kinswoman,”Prov. 7:4 

 

4 “Whoever is inexperienced, let him turn aside here.” Whoever is in want of heart—she has said to him:”Prov. 9:5

The Watchtower has proclaimed itself to be a Prophet for Jehovah.  The following quotes are testimony to that. (emphasis added) 
 

People today can view the creative works. They have at hand the Bible, but it is little read or understood. So, does Jehovah have a 

prophet to help them, to warn them of dangers and to declare things to come? 

 

These questions can be answered in the affirmative. Who is this prophet? … This "prophet" was not one man, but was a body of 

men and women. It was the small group of footstep followers of Jesus Christ, known at that time as International Bible 
Students. Today they are known as Jehovah’s Christian witnesses. … Of course, it is easy to say that this group acts as a "prophet" 

of God. It is another thing to prove it. The only way that this can be done is to review the record. 

( Watchtower 1972 April 1 p.197 ‘They Shall Know that a Prophet Was Among Them’) 

 
"Since the Bible was completed and `inspiration' is no longer necessary, a true prophet is one who is faithfully proclaiming what is 

written in the Bible." (Watchtower article of May 15, 1930. pg. 154) 
 

"Jehovah as the great Interpreter makes known the meaning of his revelations in his due time...Jehovah's witnesses themselves are not 

nor can they be interpreters of prophecies.  But as fast as the 'superior authorities' Jehovah and Christ Jesus reveal the interpretations 

through their provided channel, that fast do God's people publish them the world over..". (Watchtower April 15,1952) 

 
o Is the Watchtower stating that Jehovah and Jesus has provided a channel – i.e – The Watchtower? 
o Through this provided channel, Jehovah and Christ interpret scripture and then delivers the message to the world. 
o Is the “Faithful Slave” very faithful in rightly passing on the interpretation of the scriptures Jehovah as entrusted? 

 
o I have been told that, “they are just men and they make mistakes.”   
o This is true however, it is not SCRIPTURE that is being interpreted in Jehovah’s Witness doctrine.   
o The Scriptures are already being interpreted by JESUS.   
o These interpretations are then being passed on to the WATCHTOWER for transmission.   

 
o If Jesus is rightly and without error passing the information to the WATCHTOWER for dissemination, then is the 

Watchtower not hearing the interpretation as Jesus tells them or are they hearing it correctly and willfully distorting the 
true Word of God to fit the doctrines of men? 

 
o If the Watchtower has been wrong in other interpretations of scripture, how can they be trusted now?

True, it is expecting great things to claim, as we do, that within the coming twenty-six years all present governments will be overthrown 

and dissolved … In view of this strong bible evidence concerning the Times of the Gentiles, we consider it an established truth that the 

final end of the kingdoms of this world, and the full establishment of the Kingdom of God, will be accomplished at the end of A.D. 

1914…(The Time is at Hand- Studies in the Scriptures, vol. II), 1908 reprint (1889 orign.) pp.98,99) 

 
“The date of the close of that ‘battle’ is definitely marked in Scripture as October, 1914. It is already in progress, its beginning dating 

from Oct. 1874”.(Watchtower, Jan. 15, 1892 p.22) 

 
But 

bear in mind that the end of 1914 is not the date for the beginning, but for the end of the time of trouble.

4 Love suffers long and is kind; love does not envy; love does not parade itself, is not 

puffed up; 5 does not behave rudely, does not seek its own, is not provoked, thinks no evil; 6 does not rejoice in iniquity, but rejoices in 

the truth; 7 bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things. 8 Love never fails. But whether there are 

prophecies, they will fail; whether there are tongues, they will cease; whether there is knowledge, it will vanish away. 9 For we know in 

part and we prophesy in part. 10 But when that which is perfect has come, then that which is in part will be done away. 11 When I was 

a child, I spoke as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child; but when I became a man, I put away childish things. 12 For 

now we see in a mirror, dimly, but then face to face. Now I know in part, but then I shall know just as I also am known.” 

 
The ROMANS ROAD....is a pathway you can walk. It is a group of Bible verses from the book of Romans in the New Testament. If you walk 
down this road you will end up understanding how to be saved.  Salvation is a PERSONAL invitation.. Therefore, the all aspects must turn from 
the General to the Personal. 
 
Romans 3:23 "For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God." 
We (I) all have sin in our hearts. We (I) all were born with sin. We (I) were born under the power of sin's 
control. 
- Admit that you are a sinner. 
 
Romans 6:23a "...The wages of sin is death..." 
Sin has an ending. It results in death. We all face physical death, which is a result of sin. But a worse death is spiritual death that alienates us from 
God, and will last for all eternity. The Bible teaches that there is a place called the Lake of Fire where lost people will be in torment forever. It is 
the place where people who are spiritually dead will remain. 
 
- Understand that you deserve death for your sin. 
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Romans 6:23b "...But the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord." 
Salvation is a free gift from God to you! You can't earn this gift, but you must reach out and receive it. 
- Ask God to forgive you and save you. 
 
Romans 5:8, "God demonstrates His own love for us, in that while we were yet sinners Christ died for us!" 
When Jesus died on the cross He paid sin's penalty. He paid the price for all sin, and when He took all the sins of the world on Himself on the 
cross, He bought us out of slavery to sin and death! The only condition is that we believe in Him and what He has done for us, understanding that 
we are now joined with Him, and that He is our life. He did all this because He loved us and gave Himself for us! 
 
- Give your life to God... His love poured out in Jesus on the cross is your only hope to have forgiveness and change. His love bought you out of 
being a slave to sin. His love is what saves you -- not religion, or church membership. God loves you! 
 
Romans 10:13 "Whoever will call on the name of the Lord will be saved!" 
- Call out to God in the name of Jesus and you will be saved! 
 
Romans 10:9,10 "...If you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Jesus from the dead, you 

shall be saved; for with the heart man believes, resulting in righteousness, and with the mouth he confesses, resulting in salvation." 
 
- If you know that God is knocking on your heart's door, ask Him to come into your heart. 
 
Jesus said, 
Revelation 3:20a "Behold I stand at the door and knock, if anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him..." 
- Is Jesus knocking on your heart's door? 
 
Believe in Him.  
Ask Him to come in to your heart by faith, and ask Him to reveal Himself to you.  
Open the Bible to the Gospel of John and read what God says about Jesus, about you, and about being born again. God will help you. He loves 
you. Let’s Pray… 
 
Here is sample prayer… It is by no means a formula.. Talking to God asking Him to forgive us of all our sins should be as easy as breathing.  God 
is not only Jehovah, He wants to be ABBA Father, or “Daddy”.. We can approach Him with fear and admonition but also as a loving Daddy who 
wants the best for us. 
 
  "Lord Jesus, I need You. I know that I have sinned against you and deserve punishment. I 

know that there is nothing I can do or say that would make me right with you if I were to stand 

before you now. My sin has separated me from You and I ask You to forgive me of my sin right now.   

Thank you Jesus for taking my punishment on the cross and dying for me in my place.  Thank you for 

taking the awful judgment that should have been mine. 

 

The Bible says that if I confess with my mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in my heart that God has 

raised You from the dead, I will be saved. Thank you Jesus that Your Word is True.  Thank You Jesus 

for dying on the cross for my sins. I open the door of my life and receive You as my Savior and Lord. 

Thank You for your perfect life, your perfect sacrifice, and your resurrection that give me hope in my 

resurrection.  Thank you for forgiving my sins and giving me eternal life. Take control of the throne of 

my life. My hope is in You and You alone. In Jesus Name I 

Pray. AMEN. 
 
You need to look for a local church where God's word is preached.  I would consider it an honor to have you visit my local church, The Rock of 
NEA.  The directions are on the web page given earlier.  A church is not for salvation or to get a list of Do’s and Don’ts, but so that we can help 
you as YOU learn from the Word and the Holy Spirit teaches you.   Paul wrote the things he did so we could know we have eternal life.   Jesus 
Christ can offer assurance of salvation based on his work, not ours. 
 
The Bible says that we are to desire God's word like a newborn baby desires mother's milk. Aren't you hungry to know the truth? 
 
Be Baptized:  
Water baptism is one of the ways you first show that you have been joined to Jesus. This is an action, and actions will not save you. However, it is 
an act of obedience and a symbol of commitment. 
 
The symbolism is this: 
• When you go down in the water you show that You have been crucified and buried with Him, 
• And when you come up out of the water you show that you have been raised to walk with Him in newness of life. (See Romans chapter 6)
